Public Works Department Report: Pete Roberts, Public Works Director
*On January 14th. Sydney Clark, Dept. of Corrections, would like to hold a Town Hall Meeting here. This is to show support for "Not" closing Larch Correctional facility. It would be from 5:30 - 7:30 P.M. He is currently checking with the Yacolt Primary School for using their facility and if that's not possible, then it would be held here.  The Councilmembers agreed it could be held here & also, for the Town to allow advertising on the Community Board.  We support the Larch Mtn. Correctional Facility & hope that public hearings will turn the Governor's decision.
*We must begin to hold public hearings on the Sewer Facility Plan. Travis Tormanen, Kennedy & Jenks Consultants, will make presentations at the next few meetings to inform the Town Council on schedules & timetables. This is part of the President's infusion of monies that must be allocated this year. It is a once in a lifetime opportunity to get a loan that does not require payments to begin until after the project is completed.  The Citizens for Sewer Committee will, also, meet again to help prioritize the timetable on the funding. This must be all in place by March 2010.  We need to proceed "Full steam ahead" on this in order to stand a chance of funding.
