NEW BUSINESS:
A. CDBG 2010-2011 Projects Request For Public Hearing.
*The Mayor adjourned the general meeting to a Public Hearing.
*No one from the public spoke to the issue.

Discussion: Suggestions for projects from 1st Public Hearing on October 5, 2009 were brought back: The Hubbard Street Improvements ($175,000 - $225,000.00) & an elevator for the new Town Hall at 202 W. Cushman & ($142,000.00) to be placed on the outside of the building. Asked where the elevator would be located, Pete Roberts said as you enter the building inside the Town Clerks' office. Pete responded to the other two suggestions from Oct. 5th. meeting. Sidewalks down Humphrey would not be acceptable due to the fact that there are other streets in town that do not have sidewalks & also, a conflict-of-interest could be viewed since this was suggested by a council member. Councilmember said he was probably right & she was not thinking about that when she made the suggestion. A library was suggested & Pete Roberts said we would be better to find state funding since we would be limited by regulations through this type of grant. The Mayor and 

Councilmember, Marbut & resident, Pattie Benge, agreed the library is still a good project for the Town to consider.

B. Request from Yacolt's Citizens Event Committee:  Sara Uhacz
Sara's asked the Council if the Town would be willing to purchase six holiday banners which would be attached to the telephone poles along West Yacolt Rd. in December. Each banner will cost $100.00. Sara said that the committee will be asking businesses & individuals to purchase banners. 
Crystal Bielec, Customer Service Clerk & member of the committee, said that if the Town were to purchase the banners that they would have the Town's name on them. Councilors asked what was in the budget for Christmas Lighting & Lynne Oldham, Town Clerk, said $1,000.00. It was decided to purchase four banners this year. Pete Roberts, Public Works Director, told the Council that CPU will hang the banners & lights at no charge.  The banners will hang approx.18 feet high. David Ridenour, Town Attorney, agreed to purchase a banner from the committee. Sara asked if the committee could utilize the Community Board for volunteer recruitment, donation request, & other announcements during the year.  Councilor, Madler stated that it would be alright as long as it pertains to the town & town announcements receive first rights of space. Council, Marbut: at least two of the banners should read "Town of Yacolt". The Mayor thanked Sara & the committee for all that they are doing for the community.
