B. SHIBA Helpline: Anna Massie  
Discussion:  This is Statewide Health Insurance Advisors & is run by volunteers. We do not sell insurance. We assist people with Medicare questions & Medicare for kids. We have been holding meetings at the old Town Hall for a few months.  Bobbie Cassanova, Coordinator with RSVP of Clark County: These are impartial volunteers who can direct people to other agencies. They do not go into people's homes & they can direct people with insurance questions to a network of information. We operate with the help of about 1,000 volunteers & many partnerships within the community. Anna: We meet the 2nd & 4th Tues. in Yacolt. I help people who are looking for a lesser-cost health plan. When this new building is available to hold more meetings I would be thankful to be able to meet here.

C. Additional Stop Signs Request on W. Cushman Street:  Tisha Dillon, Resident
Discussion: Tisha: I live on W. Cushman & think that two more stop signs are needed. A 4-way stop at Amboy & W. Cushman & another 4-way at Blackmore & Cushman. After more discussion the Mayor said that this request would be added to our sign plan. Holyk: Putting a few more stop signs is a good idea. Jeff Carothers: It would be a good idea for Council & P/W to get together to review the Town's sign plan. Mayor: We should review all intersections at a workshop. It would be more cost effective to do all of this at one time. Madler: A stop sign will encourage a ticket. Tisha: Most people know who are doing this i.e. running stop signs & speeding. Mayor: Call 9-1-1 to have it logged-in because it does play an important role when the County Commissioners review the work for the deputies. Tisha: On a side issue, I came before the Council two yrs. ago concerning the need for a bigger sign in front of the school. Things have not changed as far as speeding goes. After more discussion, it was decided that the owners' would be billed by the Town & if not paid then a lien would be put upon the property. We cannot ask Sue at Sue's Gone To The Dogs to house animals since her business license states that animals cannot be left overnight in her establishment. We will need to decide what to do on a case by case basis.
