Discussion: No permanent living in above accommodations unless they have come before Council requesting a conditional use permit i.e. the Fillis' were granted a living arrangement for his mother under a hardship to be reviewed every two years.
*Need to develop an ordinance to spell out conditions as we have at least 4 - 5 campers now being used permanent living quarters.

*Under zoning: We need to issue a type of permit (good for 4 wks. Max.) that is to be placed in the window w/date of expiration showing. Should set allowance for emergency times on a case-by-case review for temporary dwellings housing permit.

*Change personal RV renewals every two yrs. in zoning.

*Cannot live in RV's, Campers on your property: wording in new ord. must obtain permit at Town Hall.

 * 1) Storage of RV/Campers on your property: must be currently licensed
       & not being lived in.

*2) RV/Camper: Living in requires a conditional use permit per zoning 

      Ord. #371.

*3) RV/Camper: Temporary living in on private property must obtain a 

     permit at Town Hall & must come before the Council but will only be

     able to stay up to 4 weeks.

     *Fines will apply (violations to be sent before fines are issued) on

       Permit..$25.00 per day up to 30 days & then a lien will be applied to

       the property owner. Both owner & the person living in RV/Camper

       must sign the permit.

*Make an Ordinance that reads you must be running an operating

  business. Cannot be a resident and/or caretaker of a non-operating

  business.

*Send a letter to all residents w/enclosure of Ord. #371. Must own &
  operate a business (call Shannon & Jesse Thompson & find out the
   situation with the Whistle Stop commercial property on Railroad.        

*Need to draft fines for the Nuisance Ord. #390

*Send a letter to Gary Felkel, land owner, of The Tall Man's Saloon.
*Send a letter for non-payment on Septic Inspection Program & a nuisance

  letter concerning the vehicle situation on his property to Cyril Young on

  W. Jones St. & be sure to reference the Town's lien & when fines are to
   begin.
