*Under Old Business, Item #C, Update on Animal Control: Paul Scarpelli, Clark County

CITIZEN COMMUNICATION
 *Resident, Betty Peterson, told the Council she is having a problem with people parking in her driveway. This concerns the west side corner of my property at 303 E. Yacolt Road.  Have 5' of chain link fence & when they park in front of it..I can't get into my backyard. In case of an emergency I could not get out. I have asked my neighbors, politely, not to park there but they continue to do so. The Mayor asked Pete if he was aware of this & Pete said he learned about today. Pete suggested the Town sending a "Good Neighbor Letter". After more discussion it was decided that Pete Roberts, Public Works director, would talk to the homeowners about this & we would draft a letter that would be sent to the entire community. Mrs. Peterson thanked the Council.
*Resident, Matt Lobbestael, asked permission to put gravel in the swale in front of his property at 205 W. Humphrey (on the left side of property). Council asked Pete how deep the swale was & he said about 2'. Matt suggested adding 1'-2' of drain rock & 5/8th. on top. Pete: As long as the gravel doesn't clog the storm drain on our right-of-way. Mayor: Is there a culvert under your driveway? Matt: Yes. Mayor: As long as it ends 6' before the stop sign & that you acknowledge that in the future (say street repairs or widening is required) it could change. Matt: Yes, I understand & that is alright with me.

*We would like to add 10 races as a kick-off before the July 4th. Lawn Mower Races.  We will offer $200.00 in prize money next year & there have been offers of sponsorships. Council liked the suggestions. 
*Veterans' Day ceremony will be on 11-7 at 2 PM with refreshments (coffee/hot cider/cookies). We would like to have a small parade on Veterans' Day ( if not this year, then starting next year) in Yacolt. Perhaps, starting at the Little League Field & ending at the Memorial. Lunch will be free for all veterans this year at The Red Fir & the cost will be picked up by the American Legion. We will have a tent & a few speakers including the Mayor. During the ceremony is there something the Town would like to see happen?  We would like to use the old Town Hall for coffee, ect.. Mayor: You've done a great job in the past & the expectations are set high. We will have forms at a later date for facility usage.

C.  Animal Control Update: Paul Scarpelli, Director

Since Linda Moorhead retired from Animal Control we have rebuilt a new bill for licensing. This was due to budget cuts that resulted in less manpower. In Yacolt the fees are less than in Clark County & Yacolt's new Ordinance #465 is great.  Under Section #10 "Cats-at-large"..How will your P/W's Dept. handle this? This may or may not work for Clark County Under #21 Law to license dogs & now cats in Yacolt we are reviewing the need to increase the fee limits. Items that remain the same reference the Senior Citizen discounts for one dog & one cat at half price at the current fee & also, you may want to change from the calendar year to the rolling year (1-yr. from the date of purchase). Holyk: Can we pro-rate the two months at the end of the year? Paul: Right now that would be a challenge for Clark County to do on the system. Holyk: Would it be better if the Town adopted the "rolling year"? Mayor: Would you & David Ridenour be available for a workshop?
 Both agreed to attend a scheduled workshop. Resident, Pattie Benge: We have a real problem with cats in town. Paul: Right now there is no room to take in anymore dogs & cats. Only 12% are compliant with licenses within Clark County. We are utilizing marketing efforts to drive up revenue: Rebrand/new logo/website/citizen awareness. The Town's fees should be raised to our fees. Mayor: Wouldn't it benefit A/C to do the canvassing again? Paul: Yes, but we think the Town should look at selling the licenses.  David: Paul & I will review the inter-local agreement.  Will try to keep a flexible cost, along with examining other issues to off-set costs. Within a week we should be able to deliver something to the Council.

Discussion:  At the girls' little league tournament the Little League posted "No smoking" signs. Holyk: Any concerns? Pete: In-directly, as in cigarette butts. Holyk: Like we did for the clock tower, can we do a public outreach? Marbut: I like the "No Smoking" idea but I'm not opposed to public hearings.

B.  Request for Ordinance: Parking on the Town's Right-of-ways": Pete Roberts, P/W

Discussion: We've noticed more vehicles that have OR 2000 & 2008 & outdated WA licenses parked on the right-of-way. Clark county Sheriff's office will only enforce it if on the street not the right-of-way. Do we need to make an ordinance to take care of this? Mayor: Let's check with other cities & also, review our Nuisance Ordinance for references.

C. Yacolt's Citizens Committee Update: Karen Holyk, Councilmember    
Discussion: Karen gave a Treasurer's report: Balance of $2,073.05/$17.00 profit from Hot August Nights Car show. Expenses: $62.41 prizes/$104.23 for purchase of a canopy & big Foot Fun Run mailings & $14.14 for candy.  There was a discussion about the Town's policy for use of the New Town Hall. The committee would like a copy of the policy & want it posted on the Town's website. I was asked to check on the policy & have done so. They don't think that they need the Town's approval for everything they do. Other groups use the Town's building without Council's approval. There was a discussion about the committee operates under the umbrella of the Town.  They would like to be their own entity. Previous discussions included that the committee does indeed operate under the umbrella of the Town. Mayor: In the last few years the Yacolt's Citizens Committee has acted as an independent volunteer group with Council approval on activities & the volunteers working the events fell under our AWC Insurance policy. It's worked out great. Marbut: I believe that Councilor Holyk & Councilor Hancock were on the committee as the Town's liaison.  I don't think we need a treasurer's report, just what events are scheduled & if they need any special needs to assist in the events. All Council agreed.

D. New Clark County Requirements For Garden Sheds: Pete Roberts, P/W Director

*Discussion: Currently we require sheds to be 10 X 12 (120 sq. ft). Clark County revised their requirements & is allowing structures up to 200 sq ft. without requiring a county permit as long as it does not exceed 12' in height & does not allow electrical to building. I think a small single bulb lamp would be right for a 200' shed. It cannot be more than 12" off the ground & minimum setback of 5' from property line. County will, also, allow sheds up to 120 sq. ft. with minimum setbacks of 2' (if neighbors give permission). Pete recommended that the Town look at these changes to County codes & consider adopting these policies. Still maintain our setbacks to make sure we don't infringe on the septic areas. Councilmembers agreed that we should consider amending our building permit ordinance.
