CITIZEN COMMUNICATION

1) Ron Stewart:  Pls. see attached notice on this matter
2) Marla Shirts: The Shirts' Family Re-Union was held at the Town Park on August  23rd. and she wanted to express her "Thanks"  to the Towns' staff for all their help in securing the Park and especially to the Public Works Dept. for having the Park in excellent condition. 3) Pattie Benge: Spoke on two issues
Re: Child endangerment within the Town. A petition is circulating around the community to have more Police in the Town limits. Drugs & vandalism is occurring between the morning hours of 2 A.M. & 6 A.M.  Her Church has notified the Clark County Sheriff's office of drug dealing on the Church property. 
Re: Pattie is working with volunteers on a "Welcome to Yacolt" sign. Madler: agreed that a sign is a good idea for the community. After a few minutes of discussion the Mayor Pro-Tem, Holyk asked Pattie to be placed on the agenda at the next meeting & to bring any drawings at that time. 

4) Lorna Korhonan: Resident of Yacolt, wanted to know if the idea of a library sounded feasible to the Town Council. She stated a few community members were interested in starting the research on this community addition. Cascade Park has a bldg. that will be available in about 2 yrs. Councillmember: Madler: The old Post Office bldg. might be a good location. Public Works Supervisor: Tester, the Post Office bldg. needs a new roof. After discussions concerning the current Bookmobile program verses a permanent site it was suggested by the Mayor Pro-Tem: Holyk that Lorna attend the focus group meetings and report back to the Town Clerk when she would like to be placed on the agenda for further updates.

Bid from United Rental: $139.19 per day plus labor.  Should be a one to two day job. After the gates are sandblasted then a volunteer group, lead by Pattie Benge, will paint the gates and the fences. The town will supply the paint and the group will supply the labor.  Pattie said the group consists of adults and a church youth group (18 - 19 yrs. old).  Councilmember: Weldon wanted to clarify that the Town had committed in the past to supply the paint & brushes & if so, then he was OK with it. Pete Roberts will notify Pattie Benge when the project can begin.
