* Resident, Boyd McLaughlin, spoke before Council on a need for a neighbor- to- neighbor resolution on their dog barking.  Boyd mentioned his frustration concerning the dog barking issues that have been reported to Clark County Animal Control, Tim Gosh with the Clark County Sheriff's Dept. & Clark County Mediation Services. The problem of his neighbor's dog barking continues and his wife has health problems that are aggravated by the situation. Looking for some sort of suggestions for a peaceful solution so my family & I can live without so much stress. Councilmembers discussed the dog barking within the entire community & cannot offer a concrete solution. Council thanked Mr. McLaughlin for bringing this to them. They would discuss this with Clark County Animal Control Officer later under new business.

A. Clark County Recycling Contract for 2009: Update by Mike Davis
Out of the current 340 residents using garbage service only 127 are on recycling. When the new carts for recycling are issued the residents will have ninety-days to decide if they want to continue the service. This "opt-out" plan will remain in the contract. Yacolt's Town Attorney, David Ridenour has reviewed the inter-local agreement, along with speaking to the County's Attorney, Bronson Potter. David Ridenour states that the Mayor should be able to approve & sign when the "opt--out" provision is resolved.   Discussion by Councilmembers: Madler & Hancock said most residents will utilize the service once it is "up & running". After the Town's Attorney, David Ridenour, sends back an accepted contract the Mayor can sign or bring it back to Council.

B.  Update: General Sewer Plan by Kennedy & Jenks
Representatives: Travis Tormanen & Chuck McDonald presented a slide show on the "Collection System for the Town of Yacolt General Sewer Plan. Two sites for the plant under consideration:  E. Fork of the Lewis River & Cedar Creek. Suggestion of a Citizen Advisory Committee with a three-meeting process to provide feedback to the Mayor & Town Council was mentioned to follow the General Sewer Plan. Facility Plan is next step.  Councilor, Weldon, said the money & the amount needed for this project is the main issue for the residents. He agrees the Town should continue the scope of services & funding within the project.

A. Proposed Historical Car Rebuilding Facility & Rail Museum
Fred Abraham, Clark County Railroad Coordinator/ Doug Auburg, Treasurer for BYCX Volunteer Railroad/Bill Young, President of BYCX Volunteer Railroad met with Mayor,Warren last month to discuss the possibility for future development along the County area of the rail lines.  Dave Nelson, a developer, is interested in a restoration bldg. for historic coaches. This project envisions a rustic theme for the community & will bring good paying jobs, along with an educational end by adding a railroad museum on the same site. All councilors agreed it would be a great idea and thanked Fred Abraham & Doug Auburg for presenting a "fact finding" proposal. Councilor, Madler, asked if BYCX would be painting the tank (citizen's consider it an eyesore) & Doug Auburg said he would let the Council know. Councilor, Marbut, said the Council is willing to allow all parties to move forward on this idea and report back on its progress.

Town Attorney, David Ridenour, wants more clarification on a number of issues stated within the contract. The Town should consider the budget effect the 2009 contract may contain. The scope of services is vague. The residents are requested to call the Town Hall office & have the Clerk report the need for Animal Control. The Town Clerk reported that Animal Control sends a monthly report on all calls & what was done to take care of the issues.  Town's Attorney, David Ridenour, suggested tabling this contract until he has more time to review it.
