C. Building Permit Application: Jean Hardin, 110 S. Hubbard Ave.

*Discussion: Pete Roberts: Mrs. Hardin lives on the corner of Hubbard & Jones and would like to replace her single wide trailer with a new double wide. Mayor: Asked Mrs. Hardin how quick she was to get this done. Jean: As soon as possible…Before winter gets here. It will be set on a slab. I think it would fit between the septic & the fence. Pete: Setbacks on Jones to the front door is 25' & 15' from Hubbard. Holyk: What size is it? Jean: About 60' Mayor: We could approve this with a plot plan (supplied by Jean) & with Pete's approval. Mayor: If anything changes with the set-backs Pete will inform us.  Pete: Jean, if you draw your plans up then I will come over & go over it with you. Mayor: It will have to come back to Council if any changes occur with the set-backs. Pete will direct you further for County permitting.

F.  Letter Pertaining to a "No Smoking" Ordinance: David Ridenour, Town Attorney
*Discussion: Ordinance #422 for Park Rules were sent to me by Lynne Oldham, Town Clerk, & she mentioned that Item I & J re: skateboarding will need to be amended to reflect the changes to the Park this year. Beyond the current State Law requiring no smoking within 25', there is no mention of smoking in the Parks Ordinance. Mayor mentioned there are Town sponsored events & there are events held in Town by other organizations that require us to hold a workshop for review. Holyk: I would like to hear what the public thinks of this. We should put it on the reader board & the website. A workshop & public hearing was set for the "No Smoking" Ordinance for Monday, Nov. 22nd at 7 PM.

*While discussing workshops it was decided to set the 2011 Budget workshop for Monday, November, 8th at 7 PM. Resident: Jeff Carouthers, can the public express an opinion during the workshops? Mayor: Yes, if the Council ask for a public hearing. Prior to passing any Ordinance we must have two scheduled meetings. Draft form to come at the 1st. meeting (includes a public hearing) & then we can take action on the ordinance at the next meeting.

G. Draft of Personnel Policy: David Ridenour, Town Attorney

*Discussion: This draft has come before the Council a few times & if there are any questions, pls. ask our attorney. Ridenour: presented the Mayor, Council, & the Town Clerk, Lynne Oldham with a copy of a Resolution regarding the adoption of the Personnel Policy. Hancock: Under sick leave is there a limit on the number of donation time a person can receive? Ridenour: I believe it is addressed in the policy. Holyk: Can this be effective January 2011?  Yes, it is set in the ordinance. Ridenour: A letter will be included for all employees to sign & this will give the employees a few months to decide if they agree with the policy.

H. Animal Control Update: David Ridenour, Town Attorney
Discussion: The Inter-Local is better than I had hoped. Since most of  Clark County pays more that we do, this will bring us equal across the board with everyone else.  Madler: Does the county take in consideration of our size? David: Our State Auditors just reviewed Animal Control & have been told that we are being treated equal. Madler: Are they being funded through taxes? David: The Town has been on a calendar year (Jan. - Dec.) & the County has adopted a rolling calendar year for licenses (whenever the license is purchased then it is renewed a year later). Council agreed that we should license on a rolling calendar year. David handed the Council fees structured in the new ordinance.  Paul Scarpelli, Animal Control, will give the Town $10.00 for each new license & $1.00 for every renewal. Residents & Council asked how will the Town receive the monies owed from Animal Control. David: Animal Control will set aside a separate account & the balance will be sent at the end of the year. Holyk: Do we issue the licenses? David: A/C will come out & canvass, as in the past, but the Town will incur costs.

A. Yacolt's Citizens Committee:  Lori Whitlow

Discussion: There is a Christmas House Decorating Contest planned with a $20 entry fee. Participants will include all houses within the town limits & those up to two miles outside the town limits. Gift cards are being considered for prizes. The committee asked if the Mayor & Town Council would be willing to judge. Mayor & Council agreed to judge. They would like to use the Community Board & our web site to get the word out. Dec. 18th. would be the judging. The committee would like to ask "What is our connection with doing events? Do we need Town approval on everything?"  If we do… would the Town please put something in writing for us? Mayor: Since the organization is working under our umbrella for insurance coverage, they save the cost of being a 501-C. Holyk: When they have an event should they just say that the town sponsors it? David: They stand on their own since they have their bank account & are separate from the town. Madler: Just run it by us so we are aware of what's going on. Holyk: Dave at the Red Fir will donate a pizza & I will check on the VFW for a prize.
