LATE CHANGES TO THE AGENDA
Mayor added as item B. under new business Tim from PC2 pre-cast concrete business discussion, Pete added item C. new business, Gibbs and Olsen contract approval; Cindy added item D. new business Customer Service Clerk position posting approval. Council agreed to accept the additions to the Agenda.  

CITIZEN COMMUNICATION
Peter Van Nortwick was present from the County Assessment office to ask the council for support on the Battle Ground school district levy that will be on ballot. He expressed that there was a possibility that the school district would dissolve if the levy does not pass. He stated that everything he had been told indicated that it was possible. Bill Rowe was present to express his concern that nothing had been done about the law enforcement issues since the public meeting. He also was upset that the town is still paying for their services when he felt the town could use the money elsewhere. Council member Gerhardt stated that he had spoken to the new Commander and to give it a little time, he felt there would be noticeable changes soon. Mr. Rowe also expressed his concern about the basketball hoops being placed out on the sidewalks again. Mayor stated that he would go around town to see if there were any out and would remove them.  Everyone had been notified about the rules on them. 
OLD BUSINESS
    A. Food Cart Update- Cindy Marbut, David Ridenour – 
Cindy expressed that David had more information, on the subject. David informed the council that he had reviewed the zoning ordinance and the nuisance ordinance and that they more than covered the concerns about allowing the Food Cart.  He also spoke to a Gary Bickett at the County Health Dept and they would more than address any health concerns in their permitting process. The business would still need to apply for a conditional use permit from the town prior to any placement of the food cart.

NEW BUSINESS:
       A. Equipment Rental Information 
Pete stated that contacts had been made for estimates for renting a dozer that would be needed to work on the Recreational Area. He stated that Wedding Properties LLC had the equipment needed for a lesser cost. He noted to the council that rental of heavy equipment was by the week or month not by the hour and Wedding Properties was willing to rent by the hour, saving the town money. He stated that MRSC had been contacted for guidelines on this issue. David (town attorney) noted to the council that Wedding properties was owned by a town employee Tim Wedding and wanted to be sure that there was full disclosure on the approval of the use of this piece of equipment.  In the interest of full disclosure and transparency a motion was made to accept the lower of the proposed costs and use Wedding Properties LLC dozer for the project.

      B. PC2 Pre-cast Concrete  
Mayor explained to council that he and Pete had met with Tim regarding the potential placement of his concrete business in town. Mayor informed council that they had a lengthy discussion on his concerns about the business. Tim was present to explain to the council what his business was about. He told the council that he would be using the site to do precast work there would be limited noise no more than the prior business that was housed in that location. His business was just getting started and they had just started to bid on projects. He would provide council with a business plan. Pete stated that if the town were allow the business that the zoning would need to be changed from C-2 to light industrial and he would need a conditional use permit. Tim was aware of the costs and would provide the business plan for next council meeting. This was set over to the April 15th agenda and a public hearing would be set also for the zoning change.

Mayors Comments

Treasurers Report

Clerk read a letter from Liz Pike’s office informing the town of the potential of direct appropriation of funds in the amount of $25,000 for the recreational park that was under consideration in our legislative districts capital budget. We are district # 18. She stated that the State Archives Grant was now in the process of being utilized after a couple of years delay. She told council that historical documents had been moved to the Archives for preservation and records retention schedules and destruction were in the process of being completed. Clerk asked council to review a handout of website examples and provide their input on what they would like to see in a new website. She explained that she was meeting with Aha consulting on Thursday and that David would also be present. She expressed excitement that they could provide a better site for the same or less in cost. She asked for their thoughts by the meeting date.
