January 21, 2003
Council Chambers

The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on January 21, 2003, at 7:00 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Tindall-Ellis, Case, Smith, and Mason.  Councilmember Messer was absent.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Case, seconded by Tindall-Ellis to approve the minutes of the January 6, 2003 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was no citizen communication.


Old Business:
There was a discussion on the nuisance violations.  The necessary affidavits have been signed, notarized and forwarded to the attorney.  The attorney is preparing the complaints to be filed with the court.

New Business:


There was a discussion on J&N Cable System’s failure to relocate its cable television wires from old utility poles to new utility poles in a timely manner.  John Kusky was present to discuss the matter.  John informed the Council he could have the wires relocated by April 30, 2003 if the weather cooperates.  Councilmember Smith reminded John of the importance of accomplishing relocation work in a timely manner.


There was a discussion on the proposed agreement with Clark Public Utilities for the Septic Inspection and Maintenance Program.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Tindall-Ellis to authorize the Mayor to sign the agreement with Clark Public Utilities.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson requested that a building permit application for Denise Rotellini be added to the agenda.  There was a discussion on the application.  There was a motion by Case, seconded by Smith to approve the placement of a manufactured home at 107 N. Pine Avenue provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Denise obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County Building Department and Clark County Health Department and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits, and further provided the manufactured home must be removed from Town if it does not pass the Dept. of Labor and Industries inspection.  Motion Carried.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to accept the December, 2002 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Motion Carried.

Mayor Robertson informed the Council there is a vacancy on the Clark County Solid Waste Advisory Commission.  Councilmember Tindall-Ellis expressed an interest in serving on the commission.    


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Case to approve warrants #8653 through #8663 as follows:  Current Expense - $1,663.34; Fire Department - $1,070.79; Parks Department - $33.00; City Street - $722.51; Cemetery - $14.94; and Stormwater - $34.59.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson declared the meeting adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
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
