April 19, 2004

West Commons Area

The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on April 19, 2004, at 7:00 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Stewart, Smith, Mason, and Weldon.  Councilmember Tindall-Ellis was absent.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve the minutes of the April 5, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve the minutes of the April 8, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.

Citizen Bea Cherry asked when the cat license ordinance would go into effect.  The Clerk/Treasurer responded that the enforcement details need to be worked out with Clark County Animal Control, but the public would be informed before enforcement begins.  Citizen Karl Taylor asked if both a Clark County and Town of Yacolt cat license would be required.  The Clerk/Treasurer responded that Town of Yacolt residents would need only Town of Yacolt licenses for their cats.

Old Business:

The Public Works Supervisor informed the Council that it would cost approximately $2,000 to have a survey of record done on the northern portion of the ball field property.  There was a discussion on the matter.  There was a motion by Weldon, seconded by Smith to authorize the survey of record for the northern portion of the ball field property.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the proposed real estate acquisition at 201 E. Jones Street.  Jeff Wittler, Environmental Services Manager at Clark Public Utilities, was present to discuss the cost estimate for tree removal at 201 E. Jones Street.  The Town would need to provide $8,500 for the tree removal project.  There was a motion by Weldon, seconded by Mason to authorize the tree removal project once the property at 201 E. Jones Street is acquired.  Motion Carried.


Joe Mills from the Yacolt Skate Park committee was present to discuss possible locations for the skate park.  The property at the dead end of W. Christy Street is not a feasible location since the site and the surrounding area are zoned for residential use.  Once the survey of the northern portion of the ball field property is accomplished, representatives of the Yacolt Skate Park committee and the Town Council can meet to discuss the area north of the Tee Ball field as a possible site.

Michael Monen of International Building Code Consultants Inc. was present to offer answers to the questions posed by the Town Council regarding the wastewater treatment plant proposal.  Michael will try to arrange a tour of the existing treatment plant in Washington.  Michael will also share a fee-for-service analysis spreadsheet with the Town.


There was a discussion on the cable television franchise.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Weldon to hold a workshop at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, April 26, 2004.


New Business:


There was a discussion on Clark County’s proposed Countywide No Net Loss Planning Policy of Employment/Industrial Lands.  The Mayor informed the Council he would like to talk to the other municipalities about the policy.  The matter will be on the agenda for the May 3, 2004 meeting.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to accept the March, 2004 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Motion Carried.

Mayor Robertson informed the Council that Councilmember Tindall-Ellis had submitted her letter of resignation from the Council just prior to the meeting.      


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to approve warrants #9285 through #9295 as follows:  Current Expense - $1,726.87; Fire Department - $121.08; Parks Department - $59.45; City Street - $3,353.43; Cemetery - $17.99; and Stormwater - $50.33.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson declared the meeting adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
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
