September 20, 2004

Council Chambers

The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on September 20, 2004, at 7:30 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Warren, Stewart, Smith, and Weldon.  Councilmember Mason was absent.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Warren to approve the minutes of the September 7, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.  


Harry Branch presented the Town Council with some information on traffic calming devices.  Citizen Karl Taylor spoke in favor of the traffic calming devices and would like to have one installed on Hubbard Avenue.  

Mayor Robertson adjourned to a public hearing on the matters of Ordinance #436 – Amending Section 9 Of Ordinance #431 and Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) projects for the 2005 Funding Cycle.

There was no input from the public on either matter.  Mayor Robertson closed the public hearing and reconvened to the regular Council session.


Old Business:

There was a discussion on the proposed animal control enforcement procedures.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Weldon to have Clark County Animal Control implement animal control enforcement procedures utilizing forms provided by the Town of Yacolt.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on CDBG projects for the 2005 funding cycle.  The Public Works Supervisor will have the engineer prepare cost estimates on the following projects:  (1) a sidewalk on Jones Street from the dead end to Railroad Avenue; (2) a sidewalk on Jones Street from the dead end to Blackmore Avenue; and (3) street reconstruction on Blackmore Avenue from Jones Street to Humphrey Street.  The survey on the property at 201 E. Jones Street has been completed, but the acquisition of the property will not be completed in time to apply for the CDBG 2005 funding cycle.


There was a discussion on Ordinance #436.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Weldon to adopt Ordinance #436 – Amending Section 9 Of Ordinance #431.  Motion Carried.

New Business:


There was a building permit application presented for Stacy Foley.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Stewart, seconded by Warren to approve the construction of a 1,331 square foot house with attached garage at 301 E. Yacolt Road provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Stacy obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.


There was a building permit application presented for Stacy Foley.  There was a discussion on the application. There was a motion by Stewart, seconded by Warren to approve the construction of a 1,080 square foot house with attached garage at 203 N. Hubbard Avenue provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Stacy obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Weldon to accept the August, 2004 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Motion Carried.

Mayor Robertson had no comments for the Council.      


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Warren to approve warrants #9477 through #9486 as follows:  Current Expense - $181.43; Fire Department - $134.54; Parks Department - $18.00; City Street - $1,586.90; Cemetery - $7.73; and Stormwater - $138.05.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Robertson declared the meeting adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
