October 18, 2004

Council Chambers

The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on October 18, 2004, at 7:30 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Pro Tem Weldon was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Warren, Stewart, Smith, and Mason.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Warren, seconded by Smith to approve the minutes of the October 4, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.  


Jerry Esteb addressed the Town Council concerning his building permit application for a storage shed, which appeared on the agenda for the October 4, 2004 meeting.  Jerry also asked how to file a complaint about barking dogs.  Councilmember Smith informed Jerry the complaint would need to be filed at Town Hall.    


Old Business:

The Clerk/Treasurer informed the Town Council that Henry Falander is claiming ownership, through adverse possession, of a portion of the property being considered for use for the proposed Yacolt Skate Park.  There was a discussion on the matter.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to have the Town Attorney review Henry Falander’s claim and advise a course of action.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on CDBG projects for the 2005 funding cycle.  The Public Works Supervisor presented cost estimates for the following projects:  (1) a sidewalk on Jones Street from the dead end to Railroad Avenue; (2) a sidewalk on Jones Street from the dead end to Johnson Avenue; and (3) street reconstruction on Blackmore Avenue from Jones Street to Humphrey Street.  There was a discussion on the cost estimates. There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Stewart to seek funding for the Jones Street sidewalk project from the dead end to Johnson Avenue for the CDBG 2005 funding cycle.  Motion Carried.


J&N Cable Systems Inc.’s proposed cable television franchise ordinance was distributed to the Town Council.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Warren to request that J&N Cable Systems Inc. use Draft Ordinance #433 as the foundation for the proposed cable television franchise.  Motion Carried.


The Public Works Supervisor presented a cost estimate of $23,400 from Clark County for eleven 14’ speed humps.  The Public Works Supervisor also informed the Town Council that it is fairly late in the year for asphalt application.  There was a discussion on the matter.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Stewart to authorize Clark County to install eleven 14’ speed humps as warm temperatures allow.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the building permits issued to Ben Seppala for 505 E. Clark Street and 507 E. Clark Street.  Ben has not provided Centurytel and J&N Cable Systems Inc. the required information to construct the infrastructure necessary to serve the homes.  There was a motion by Warren, seconded by Mason to request that Ben Seppala provide the Town written documentation from Centurytel and J&N Cable Systems Inc. indicating that Ben has provided the required information in order to construct the infrastructure necessary to serve the homes at 505 E. Clark Street and 507 E. Clark Street, with the provision that the written documentation be provided to the Town within 10 working days or stop work orders will be posted on the homes.  Motion Carried.


New Business:


Rod Orlando presented information about the Amboy to Yacolt Water Main CDBG application proposed by Clark Public Utilities.  CPU has not made a final decision on submitting the application for the 2005 funding cycle.


There was a discussion on the annual Christmas tree lighting event.  Councilmember Stewart is working with the Yacolt Volunteer Firefighters Association and their wives to rejuvenate the Yacolt Citizens’ Committee.  The Christmas tree lighting event was scheduled for 6:00 p.m. on Sunday, December 5, 2004.

The Clerk/Treasurer advised the Council that Yacolt Trading Post’s liquor license is up for renewal and also that Yacolt Trading Post is adding two people, Steven and Elizabeth Milford, to the liquor license.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Warren to approve the liquor license renewal and the addition of Steven and Elizabeth Milford to the liquor license for Yacolt Trading Post.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the vacant Mayor position.  There was a motion by Stewart, seconded by Mason to select James Weldon to fill the vacant Mayor position.  Motion Carried.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Stewart to designate Councilmember Debra Smith as Mayor Pro Tem until April 30, 2005.  Motion Carried.

The oath of office for Mayor James Weldon was administered by the Clerk/Treasurer.


There was a discussion on the proposed lease agreement with North Clark Little League.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Warren to approve the lease agreement with North Clark Little League.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on a proposed agreement with Rod Orlando to prepare the Town’s CDBG application for the 2005 funding cycle. There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to authorize the Mayor to sign the agreement with Rod Orlando to prepare a 2005 funding cycle CDBG grant application for the Jones Street sidewalk project.  Motion Carried.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to accept the September, 2004 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Motion Carried.

Mayor Pro Tem Weldon had no comments for the Council.      


There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to approve warrants #9510 through #9527 as follows:  Current Expense - $1,862.18; Fire Department - $102.07; Parks Department - $120.86; City Street - $170,315.37; Cemetery - $30.41; and Stormwater - $1,910.34.  Motion Carried.


Mayor Pro Tem Weldon declared the meeting adjourned at 9:15 p.m.
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
