November 15, 2004

Council Chambers

The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on November 15, 2004, at 7:30 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Weldon was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Warren, Stewart, Smith, and Mason.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to approve the minutes of the November 1, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to approve the minutes of the November 8, 2004 meeting.  Motion Carried.  


There was no citizen communication.


Mayor Weldon adjourned to a public hearing on the matters of Revenue Sources for the 2005 Budget, Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) projects for the 2005 Funding Cycle, and Ordinance #433 – Granting A Franchise To J & N Cable Systems Inc.

There was no input from the public on any of the matters.  Mayor Weldon closed the public hearing and reconvened to the regular Council session.


Old Business:

North Country EMS Director, Tom McDowell, was present to discuss the formation of a committee to review the relationship and interaction between North Country EMS, Clark County Fire District 13, and the Town of Yacolt.  Tom requested that the Town Council choose a representative to participate on the committee.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to select Joe Warren to serve as the Town of Yacolt’s representative on the committee.  Motion Carried.


A workshop on septic systems for the proposed Witt’s Farm subdivision was scheduled for 7:30 p.m. on November 29, 2004. 


There was a discussion on Ordinance #433.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Stewart to adopt Ordinance #433 – Granting A Franchise To J & N Cable Systems Inc.  Motion Carried.


The Clerk/Treasurer presented an update on the proposed Abbie’s Acres North subdivision environmental checklist.  The necessary corrections have been made and the public hearing is scheduled for the December 6, 2004 meeting.

Motion Carried.

Pine Drive provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Roger obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.

Motion Carried.

Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Resolution #387.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Warren to adopt Resolution #387 – Authorizing A 1% Increase In The Regular Property Tax Levy.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Resolution #388.  There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Stewart to adopt Resolution #388 – Authorizing A 1% Increase In The Emergency Medical Services Property Tax Levy.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on Resolution #389.  There was a motion by Warren, seconded by Mason to adopt Resolution #389 – Authorizing The Submittal Of A CDBG Application For The Jones Street Sidewalk Project.  Motion Carried
There was a discussion on procuring lights for the outdoor Christmas tree.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Warren to authorize the expenditure of $100 for lights for the outdoor Christmas tree.  Motion Failed.  There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Smith to authorize the expenditure of $300 for lights for the outdoor Christmas tree.  Motion Carried.

A workshop on the 2005 budget was scheduled for 7:30 p.m. on December 13, 2004. 

There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Mason to accept the October, 2004 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Motion Carried.

Mayor Weldon had no comments for the Council.      


There was a motion by Mason, seconded by Stewart to approve warrants #9554 through #9574 as follows:  Current Expense - $10,842.51; Fire Department - $158.43; Parks Department - $27.63; City Street - $8,163.68; Cemetery - $7.73; and Stormwater - $5.00.  Motion Carried.
