May 19, 2003

Council Chambers

The Yacolt Town Council met in regular session on May 19, 2003, at 7:00 p.m.  The call to order by Mayor Robertson was followed by the flag salute.  Councilmembers present were Case, Smith, and Messer.  Councilmembers Tindall-Ellis and Mason were absent.  There were visitors present.


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Case to approve the minutes of the May 5, 2003 meeting.  Motion Carried.


There was no citizen communication.


Old Business:

The Mayor informed the Council that John Mann of Tree Works Northwest has indicated he will be storing his commercial equipment at a location outside the Town limits.


There was a discussion on J&N Cable Systems Inc.’s failure to relocate certain cable television service wires and cables to new utility poles set by Clark Public Utilities.  There was a motion by Messer, seconded by Case to have the Clerk/Treasurer prepare a resolution declaring the franchise agreement of J&N Cable Systems Inc. shall be forfeited and terminated if compliance in the matter is not achieved within sixty days.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the Town of Yacolt Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan prepared by Rod Orlando.  There was a motion by Case, seconded by Smith to adopt the Town of Yacolt Comprehensive Emergency Management Plan.  Motion Carried.

New Business:


There was a request to keep chickens presented for Trisha Holling.  There was a discussion on the request.  There was a motion by Messer, seconded by Case to approve Trisha’s request to keep no more than eight chickens provided the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements.  Motion Carried.


There was a discussion on the five bids received for the East Yacolt Road and North Cedar Avenue projects. There was a motion by Case, seconded by Smith to accept the low bid of $174,355.00 made by Nutter Corporation subject to the approval of the funding agencies, Transportation Improvement Board (TIB) and Community Development Block Grant (CDBG).  Motion Carried.

The Mayor requested that a building permit application for Albert Benge be added to the agenda.  There was a discussion on the application.  There was a motion by Case, seconded by Smith to approve the interior remodel at 311 N. Amboy Avenue provided that the project meets setback, placement and all other applicable zoning requirements and provided that Albert obtains the appropriate permits from Clark County and furnishes the Town with copies of the permits.  Motion Carried.

   
There was a motion by Case, seconded by Smith to accept the April, 2003 Treasurer’s Report as presented.  Motion Carried.

The Mayor scheduled a workshop for Tuesday, May 20, 2003 at 7:00 p.m. to discuss staff salaries.    


There was a motion by Smith, seconded by Case to approve warrants #8807 through #8815 as follows:  Current Expense - $7,353.47; Fire Department - $101.58; City Street - $4,467.85; Cemetery - $7.73; and Stormwater - $5.00.  Motion Carried.
